BLM announces sale of oil and gas leases

The Bureau of Land Management announced an
oil and gas lease sale scheduled for April 28, 2026, to
offer 23 oil and gas parcels totaling 8,993 acres in North
Dakota and South Dakota.

The BLM completed scoping on these parcels in
November 2025 and held a public comment period that
closed in January 2026 on the parcels and the related
environmental analysis. A 30-day public protest period
to receive additional public input opened today and will
close March 23, 2026.

Leasing is the first step in the process to develop federal
oil and gas resources. Before development operations can
begin, an operator must submit an application for permit
to drill detailing development plans.

Auditor James Brown joined his State Land Board
co[leagu@s to review and approve multiple projects benefiting
the state’s trust beneficiaries and public institutions. The
February Land Board meeting highlighted key initiatives
generating an estimated $115,000 in revenues for the people
of Montana.

“My Land Board colleagues and I are proud to be able
to allocate key funds to our schools,” Brown said. "We are
committed to Montana students and strengthening our
educational institutions for the future of the state."

They approved the following revenue-generating actions:
« Timber Sales (estimated): $74.964
= Easements: $39,980

The Board’s actions are estimated to generate $115,000 in
revenue, directly benefiting Montana’s state trust funds and
educational initiatives.

The Montana Land Board consists of the top five statewide
elected officials. The board manages millions of acres of state
trust lands. ensuring both financial returns for trust beneficiaries
and responsible land stewardship for future generations.
