Letter to the Editor

Labels Won’t Fix Our Democracy — Informed Voters Will

Recently, Rep. Shannon Maness argued in favor of placing partisan
labels on judicial races — and potentially on school board, mayoral, and
other traditionally nonpartisan local offices. His reasoning is that labels
would help voters quickly identify which candidates share their belief
system.

I strongly disagree.

Judges are not legislators. Their role is nottoradvaneea party platform,
but to interpret and apply the law fairly and impartially. The moment we
reduce judicial candidates to party labels, we erode public trust in the very
independence our courts are designed to protect.

Montana’s nonpartisan judicial ballots exist for a reason. The courtroom
should not be an extension of party politics. It should be a place where the
law stands above party loyalty.

The same principle applies to school boards and local offices.
These positions are closest to our communities. They require thoughtful
leadership, practical problem-solving, and collaboration — not partisan
branding.

If voters want to know what a candidate believes, that information is
available. Candidates hold forums. They publish statements. They answer
questions. They attend community events. It is not too much to ask citizens
to take the time to listen, read, and evaluate.

In fact, it is time we expect more of ourselves as voters.

When we rely solely on party labels, we stop thinking critically. We
vote-down the ticket out of habit. We miss opportunities to discover that-a
candidate from a different party might better reflect our values, priorities, or
vision for our community. Democracy requires participation, not shortcuts.

Adding labels to every office does not empower voters — it
simplifies complex decisions into tribal ones. It encourages division over
discernment. And it risks turning every corner of public service into a
partisan battleground.

Montanans are independent by nature. We pride ourselves on evaluating
people for who they are, not what letter sits next to their name. We value
integrity, accountability, and common sense over party allegiance.

If we want stronger communitics and stronger institutions, the
answer is not more labels. It is more engagement. More research. More
conversation. More personal responsibility.

Qur democracy works best when voters do the work.

Let’s not trade independence for convenience.
