Gisela and Bill brought Trudy
to the Lower Hildreth Ranch in
Armstead and introduced her to the
Hildreth family.

Semifinal Nailbiter to #2 Montana Tech

The Montana Western women's basketball program
(14-14, 11-11 FC) fought back from 16 down to tie
the game late, but were narrowly defeated by Montana
Tech (24-4, 18-4 FC) 78-74 in the Frontier Conference
semifinals.

The Bulldogs outscored the Orediggers 41-32 in the
second half to tie the game at 70 with under five minutes
remaining, but fell just short of the comeback.

"We just wanted to show up this weekend and play
competitive basketball, which I think we did," head coach
Ryan Sullivan said. "I am super proud of our girls. We
made the conference tournament when we were picked
11th in the preseason poll."

STAT BREAKDOWN — UMW shot 46.6 percent (27-
58) from the field, 34.8 percent (8-23) from distance, and
85.7 percent (12-14) from the charity stripe.
