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Montana Beaver Transplant Program
Montana Fish, Wildlife & Parks is considering a new program
that would provide guidance on how beavers can be transplanted in
appropriate areas and ecosystems across the state.

In Montana, beavers can help improve riparian and wetland
habitats that can create ecosystems that are more resilient to floods,
wildfire and drought. In some areas, beavers can also cause problems
for landowners and agriculture operations. Transplanting beavers can
be one of many strategies to address problems for landowners in one
location while improving habitat and natural water storage in another.
FWP staff have developed a draft Environmental Assessment (EA)
that evaluates its proposal to establish a Montana Beaver Transplant
Program (MBTP). The EA is open for public review and comment
through Oct. 27.

The primary goal of MBTP is to provide guidance for how beavers
could be transplanted into suitable habitats in their historical range
in Montana. The program also outlines direction for how beaver
transplants could be used to help address human-beaver conflicts.
[t emphasizes the continued use of non-lethal conflict solutions that
allow beavers to remain in place. as well as lethal trapping techniques
when a non-lethal solution is not feasible.

The MBTP provides a framework for when and how transplants
could occur, and a process for evaluating projects and approving
them based on input from relevant FWP staff and potentially affected
landowners. Individual transplants would require further review and
Fish and Wildlife Commission approval.

The draft EA, out for review through Oct. 27 at 5 p.m., lays out
the potential benefits and impacts of the proposed MBTP. To review
the EA and comment, go to FWP’s website, fwp.mt.gov, under “News
and Public Notices.” Or request information and comment by mail
to: FWP, Attn: Torrey Ritter; 3201 Spurgin Rd., Missoula 59804; by
phoning 406-381-2339; or by emailing torrey.ritter@mt.gov.

In Missoula County, Defendant Charged with Engaging in

Conspiracy to Defraud Investors in Cryptocurrency Scheme

The Commissioner of Securities Insurance (CSI) and Missoula
County Attorney have charged an ldaho man with engaging in a
conspiracy to defraud elderly investors through various means, including
a Ponzi scheme.

“As the Missoula County Attorney, | want to thank Commissioner
Brown for his commitment to investigating fraud within our County and
across Montana,” said County Attorney Matthew Jennings. “His team’s
dedication ensures the integrity of our financial systems and the safety
of our community. We stand ready to assist the CSI as they work to hold
people accountable for their actions.”

The charging documents allege that Shawn Cutting (an Idaho
resident) and two unidentified, uncharged co-conspirators (an Idaho
resident and a Missoula County resident) defrauded investors, including
several elderly Montanans, through their company CTM, also known
as “CryptoTraders Management”. CTM purported to operate a “fund”
made up of cryptocurrency investments. Investors in CTM ostensibly
purchased an undivided, fractionalized interest in the fund based on their
levels of investment. The fraud involved over one million dollars in
investor funds from dozens of investors over the course of several years.

The defendant is charged with operating a pyramid promotional
scheme, securities fraud, operating as a securities dealer and investment
adviser without a license, and conspiracy to commit these crimes.
Also included in charging documents are six felony counts of Elder
Exploitation within the context of Securities Fraud.

“The CSI will vigorously pursue fraudsters who operate in Montana,
particularly in cases involving exploitation of elderly investors,” said
Commissioner James Brown. “I would also like to thank the Missoula
County Attorney, Matthew Jennings and his staff for working with the
CSI to charge the case in Missoula County.”
