topics in the news. The issue divided many Montanans on
how best to use and manage these lands. I’'m an avid user
of public lands and fully support keeping them open to the
public, but I also want to shed some light on how they’re
funded at the federal level.

The federal government is obligated to pay local
jurisdictions some form of property tax on the land it owns.
There are complex formulas and programs used to calculate
those payments, and each year Congress must appropriate
the money in the federal budget before it can be distributed
to local areas.

Beaverhead County has just over 2,000,000 acres of
public land. Part of that is the Red Rock Lakes National
Wildlife Refuge south of Lima, which totals 48,787 acres
in Beaverhead County. In 2010, the appraised value of that
land was $23,988,920. Based on U.S. Code and the required
formulas, the tax payment to Beaverhead County should
have been $179,917. What the county actually received was
$38,501—just over 21% of what was owed.

For fiscal year 2023-24, the total due was $194,059, but
the county received only $43,432. Between 2008 and 2024,
Beaverhead County has been shorted roughly $2.26 million.
A large portion of those funds would have gone to the Lima
school system. Many have heard about the Lima school’s
budget struggles and the fear of losing its high school—this
ongoing underpayment is one of the main culprits.

It’s important to remember this isn’t a “tax bill” the
