Montana property tax statements have been released, and there has
been considerable press coverage of the new property tax laws passed
earlier this year. Many lawmakers have been patting themselves on
the back, and some have been pointing fingers at those who opposed
this legislation, trying to disparage their opposition to these new
laws.
