UMW Business Student Passes LEAN
Bronze Certification Exam

University of Montana Western senior Cael Murgel has passed
the LEAN Bronze Certification Exam, an industry-recognized
credential that demonstrates proficiency in manufacturing
efficiency and quality improvement practices.

Murgel, a Business Administration major, achieved the
certification through the Society of Manufacturing Engineers (SME).
The LEAN Bronze Certification focuses on the practical application
of lean principles, including improving workflows, reducing waste,
and increasing productivity within operational settings.

Thecertification istypically pursued by professionals with several
years of experience in manufacturing or operations environments,
making it a notable accomplishment for an undergraduate student.
