Food is Medicine: Yellow Foods

With all this recent sunshine, it’s hard not to think about the color
yellow, so let’s brighten things up by celebrating the power of yellow
foods. Often associated with energy, digestion and whole body vitality,
yellow foods bring both nourishment and vibrancy to the table. Think
of sunny, feel good foods like pineapple, bananas, and crisp yellow
peppers. not just cheerful on your plate, but packed with things like
bromelain, potassium, vitamin C, vitamin B6, working behind the
scenes to support immunity, metabolism, and hydration.

Over time,
this kind of diversity helps build resilience and supports vibrant, whole
body vitality for the long haul. Adding more yellow foods supports
everything from your gut to your glow, and even the way you see and
think in the world.

Denim Day

On Wednesday, April 29, the Women’s Resource Center
(WRC) invites the community to take a stand against sexual
violence by participating in Denim Day, a global movement
that raises awareness, supports survivors, and challenges
harmful myths surrounding sexual assault.

Denim Day originated in response to a 1999 Italian
Supreme Court ruling that overturned a rape conviction
based on the belief that the survivor’s jeans were “too tight,”
implying consent. In protest of this decision, women in the
Italian Parliament wore jeans, sparking an international
movement that continues today.

By wearing denim on Denim Day, individuals send
a clear and powerful message: clothing is never consent.
Community members are encouraged to wear denim and
share their participation on social media or with the Women’s
Resource Center. Those who tag WRC in their Demim Day
posts will be entered into a prize drawing, which will be
announced during Walk a Mile in Her Shoes on Thursday,
April 30 at 3:30 p.m. at the Roe House on UMW’s campus.

“Demim Day is about more than what we wear, it’s about
what we stand for,” said Megan Chilson, UMW Professor
and WRC Board Member. “It’s an opportunity for our
community to take action, speak out, and show survivors
they are not alone.”

Businesses, schools, and community groups are
encouraged to participate by wearing denim, hosting
conversations, and sharing photos online with denim or
ribbons. Together, these actions help break the silence, foster
awareness. and build a safer, more supportive community.
