The financial assistance program is a payer of last resort and
applicants should check with Insurance Market Place the local Office of Public Assistance (OPA) to determine if
they qualify for programs or coverage prior to applying.

BHH’s financial assistance program is administered in conjunction with the Federal Poverty Guidelines that are
used nationwide and that pertain to medical services provided at Barrett Hospital and Healthcare only. These
guidelines incorporate rationale for age, number and ages of dependents and provide definitions of family and
net income. The United States Department of Health and Human Services sets the Federal Poverty Income
Guidelines and applies annual revisions to account for increases in the Consumer Price Index. BHH increases
the federal poverty income levels from 100% to 200% for eligibility purposes.
