Recent flyers and political ads circulating in our community are
making entirely false claims about my funding decisions and my
priorities, particularly regarding House Bill 9 in both the 2023 and
2025 legislative sessions. Montanans deserve the truth.

House Bill 9 (HB 9) is a standard recurring bill introduced every
biennium. Its official title is the Cultural and Aesthetic Grants bill,
and it has existed for decades under both Republican and Democratic
administrations. HB 9 allocates funding to historical preservation,
museums, and local community arts programs across Montana.

These grants do not use general taxpayer income or property
taxes. They are funded through the Cultural and Aesthetic Projects
Trust Fund, which receives a portion of the interest from Montana’s
coal severance taxes — a dedicated, longstanding revenue source.

Typical recipients include Preserve Montana, local historical
societies, museums such as the C.M. Russell Museum and the
Mai Wah Society Museum, Montana Shakespeare in the Parks,
youth symphonies, community theaters, and a recurring $30,000
appropriation to the Montana Historical Society for the care of historic
artwork in the Capitol.

Every grant is administered through strict legal contracts by the
Montana Arts Council, and every recipient is required by law to
publicly disclose the funding source. Claims that HB 9 funds DEI
programs, sexually explicit materials for children, or organizations
promoting gender transition procedures for minors are simply untrue.
HB 9 is part of the Governor’s budget and is vetted by his Budget and
Policy Department.

The real question Montanans should be asking is: Who is paying
for these attack ads. and why? The flyers filling mailboxes and social
media feeds are funded by out of state dark money PACs with no
connection to our communities. These groups are spending heavily to
influence local races and “buy”™ candidates who will answer to them
rather than to the people who actually live here. When you follow the
money. the picture becomes clear — these attacks are not about policy,
truth, or Montana values. They are about power.

My convictions and priorities remain unchanged. [ will continue to
take the high road, focus on my work, and serve the people of House
District 69 with integrity, respect, and an unwavering commitment to
the truth.
